ORDINANCE 06-03
A NON-CODE ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF SELDOVIA, ALASKA, AUTHORIZING A CHANGE IN THE CITY OF SELDOVIA SUNDRY FEE SCHEDULE
SECTION 1.
Non-Code Ordinance.  This is a Non-Code Ordinance.

SECTION 2.
Change in Sundry Fee Schedule.  This is an ordinance that will amend ordinance 05-05, Exhibit A, Appendix 1, Rates, Fees, Charges Established, and Format
SECTION 3.
Change in Fee Schedule. The following are specific fee changes and clarifications:
1. Non-boat storage in city owned boat haul out yard (to include tents used to cover boats) will be charged at the rate of $1.40 per foot.
2. Change in fee for the fish cleaning table to reflect a $10.00 per use charge that coincides with our City Codes.

3. Increase in boat delivery fees from $100/hr (inside city limits) to $250/hr and from $200/hr (outside city limits) to $500/hr.

4. Eliminate the reference to canneries in the water and sewer rate schedule

5. Clarify or amend the “Long Term Parking” area to include the area by the Harbor Master Building and Lot 1 Block 6 Waterfront resub 2 while eliminating the reference to “Seasonal Long Term Parking”.

SECTION 4. Format.  The design and format of the attached appendix 1 replaces the previous appendix 1.  This format change will facilitate readability and understanding of appendix 1, Sundry Fee Schedule
SECTION 5.
Repealer.  Any portion or section of any existing effective ordinance which conflicts with the actions of this Ordinance 06-03 are hereby repealed, and re-enacted to comport with this Ordinance 06-03 until specifically repealed by the future motion of the City Council.
SECTION 6.
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon final passage.
